In 1946, he came to Swissvale, where
he coached the F lashes football team for
twelve years before confining his sports
activities to Athletic Director. He received
his Master's degree in education from the
University of Pittsburgh in 1954, In 1961,
the Trafford Alumni Association presented an
award to Mr. Koepka for QutstandingAchieve-
ment for being appointed to the Waynesburg
College "All-Time Great" football team.
